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Josep Tarradellas Barcelona-El Prat Airport is the main gateway to
the vibrant city of Barcelona and is located just 12 kilometers
southwest of the city center. It's one of the busiest airports in
Europe, but don't worry, we've got you covered!

The airport has two terminals, Terminal 1 (T1) and Terminal 2 (T2),
which are connected by a convenient shuttle bus service that runs
regularly. Getting to the city center is also a breeze thanks to reliable
public transportation options, including trains, buses, and taxis.

When you arrive, be sure to take the Aerobus, the popular shuttle
bus service that’ll take you directly to Plaza de Catalunya, a central
square in Barcelona. The journey usually takes around 35 minutes,
depending on traffic conditions.

All workshops include entry to the festival on the day of the
workshop, except for Stephen West's virtual conference.

This year, there are four types of tickets available for the Barcelona
Knits Festival: Saturday, Sunday, Sunday (with reduced hours from
2 p.m. to 6 p.m.), and the weekend pass.

You can purchase tickets in advance or directly at the box office on
the day and time of the festival. Just a heads up, there might be
some queues for those who buy tickets on-site. It's important to
note that having a pre-sale ticket doesn't give you priority access,
it’s simply a discounted ticket.

To enter the festival, you must exchange your tickets for a personal
and non-transferable wristband. You can collect your wristband on
Friday from 11 a.m. to 8 p.m. at Lalanalú (c/ Martínez de la Rosa, 71)
or at the box office on the day of the festival.

When you collect your wristband, the festival staff will put it on for
you, and you need to keep it on for the duration of the event. Just a
friendly reminder that you’re not allowed to collect someone else's
wristband.
